 2018 by Graeme Rose “Riot Day“ Parramatta Female 
Factory visit 26th October 

 
 

In 2015 I had previously been to Hambleton 
Cottage & Elizabeth Farm in South Parramatta & 
met Beth Mathews of the Friends of the PFF. 

 

The PFF was built in 1818 in Parramatta on the 
north bank of the Parramatta River which at that 
time was an isolated location but gave the women 
the opportunity to wash clothes for profit & wash 
wool for spinning. 

 
The PFF is currently within the grounds of the  
Cumberland Health Service. The service, in the 
cause of providing its service has renovated most of 
the buildings, even dismantling & amalgamating 
smaller buildings into more useful configurations. 
The Friends of the Parramatta FF have been 
minimally successful in stopping more recent 
wholesale renovations which has resulted in 
strained relations with the health service. The 
Friends of the PFF are permitted one “Riot Day” per 
year with NO entrance to any functioning buildings. 
This day commemorates the women’s riot of 1827 
when they broke out of the gaol & sought food in 
the town.

When I arrived at 10am the Friends had stalls set 
up on the building veranda & the use of one      

 

minimally renovated lecture room to hold their 
stands & those of other organisations (e.g. State 
Records).

At 11am we were divided into groups & led on a 
tour around the grounds. 

The 3rd class barracks are still in existence but 
have been renovated into Mental Health 
offices. 

The main building with the clock tower (picture 
below) is an amalgamation of 2 earlier 
buildings, however, still shows the convict 
stonework. 

Some of the wall around the PFF is still 
standing however some of the capping 
stones have been removed allowing water 
into the stonework. 

A low commemorative wall has been erected 
by the Friends of the PFF.

Many young English men joined the British army as a means of employment. Abraham Jarrett, born in 
Tudeley Kent was one of them. He married Anne Wilbore at Hinkley Leistershire in 1817. and by 1819 he 
had enlisted in the 57th Middlesex Regiment of Foot for an indefinite period. Along with Anne and baby 
Elizabeth he was deployed to Ireland in an attempt to subdue the wayward Irish. The family was stationed 
at various army barracks where Anne was required to do menial tasks. Three more children were born 
during this time with only one, Thomas, surviving. 
In 1825 Abraham received orders to join a detachment of the 57th Regiment to escort 180 prisoners from 
prison hulks to the convict ship “England” which left Portsmouth in April 1825. Presumably Anne and three 
children were among the passengers, the youngest being baby John, my g.g.grandfather who was born in 
Chatham in 1824. 
On arrival at Port Jackson in August 1825, the convicts were escorted to Parramatta, Liverpool or Windsor 
barracks. The soldiers were obliged to guard convicts, capture escapees, construct fortifications, attend  to 
fires and executions, settle uprisings, provide guard duties, gold escorts and mounted police duties. Their 
families mostly remained with them at the barracks. 
Abraham was on duty in Sydney until he embarked on the brig “Amity” for the early penal colony at 
Moreton Bay under the control of the infamous Captain Logan who was known for his cruelty to both soldier 
and convict. Not surprisingly Logan was murdered under suspicious circumstances. He was replaced by 
Captain Clunie who ran a more humane penal colony. Abraham then moved to various barracks around 
Sydney, when sons George and Charles were born. The youngest Jarrett child, Harriett, was born at 
Moreton Bay during Abraham's second appointment there.. 
The 57th Regiment was sent to India but Abraham was allowed to remain in Australia, so transferred to the 
17th Leicestershire Regiment from which he retired in 1833. It would appear that he stayed in Sydney 
employed as a constable, as he is listed on the police salary records. Meanwhile Elizabeth his eldest 
daughter, married John Lane, a convict, at Parramatta, in 1827. John and two other convicts had been 
assigned to travel with Alan Cunningham on several of his explorations. John, as a boot and shoe maker by 
trade, was also literate and able to keep the horses and equipment in good shape . For his faithful service 
Cunningham brought forward his ticket of leave and arranged for a 10 pounds gratuity. 
Abraham's sons George, Thomas and John had moved to the Wollombi district where they set up shops in 
the expanding district now opened up by the convict-built Great North Road. 
Abraham, Anne and Harriett moved to Queanbeyan where Abraham was one of seven police constables. It 
is likely that he was also a gold escort as there are records of his uncollected mail at various places. 
Harriett married the most eligible man in Queanbeyan. He had found a substantial amount of gold and was 
also the local brewer. Alfred Bradbury learned his trade in England. He built large premises near the river, 
“XXXX” was his brand. He was instrumental in building the local race track. This led to his demise. He was a 
pauper when he was found dead in an inn. Before Alfred's untimely death in 1866, Abraham had died at 
the age of 59. He had been the oldest resident in the town. He was greatly respected and the church bell 
tolled in his honour. His remains were interred at the local cemetery. Unfortunately this was eroded by a 
severe flood which washed away coffins and bones. 
Anne, now widowed, moved to the Richmond River to join her cedar-getting sons, John and Charles. She is 
buried in the Ballina Pioneer cemetery. Her death was the result of severe burns. After a long, harsh life, 
she died an unfortunate death. Her widowed daughter Harriet remarried and remained in Sydney. 
The Jarrett’s were among the earliest inhabitants of Australia and have left many descendants to enjoy the 
labours of those who have made the country what it is today.

Notice is hereby given that unless it be shown to my satisfaction before the expiration of fourteen days from 

the publication hereof, that such Trademark has been previously registered, or that some other person is  

entitled to such Trademark, or that such Trademark is so like some other Trademark that it may be mistaken 

for the same, a certificate will, in pursuance of the provisions of the said Act, be  issued to Mr. George Saxby, 

certifying that he is entitled to the use of the same.

‘M.R. Times’ : Mr. H. Beeton, who has taken a great interest in the Angora rabbit fur industry which has come 
into prominence in England and the Continent during the last few months, obtained three of these and brought 
them to Taree for experimental purposes.  However, he received word that he would either have to kill them or 
sell them, as it was illegal to have them in this district.  He chose the latter and disposed of them in Sydney for 
£1’ each.  It appears that around Sydney has been declared an area where the rabbits can be kept.  It is rather 
hard on our energetic townsman who went to the trouble and expense of taking the initiative’ to test the worth 
of this possible new industry.  ‘??

The publication, in accordance with the “Municipalities Act of 1867”, of the substance and prayer 

of a Petition addressed to His Excellency and signed by sixty-two persons, praying that their 

locality therein described may be erected into a Municipality under the name of the “Municipal 

District of Taree”. 

ALEX STUART. 

 
The Petitioners state that they are persons who, upon an incorporation, would be liable to be 

assessed for Municipal rates in respect of property or household residence. 

 
That the population of the proposed Municipality is not less than 500 and the area thereof is 

about 1 mile square. 

 
That the following are the boundaries proposed, viz:- 

 
County of Macquarie, Manning River: Bounded on the north-east by the bridge over Brown's 

Creek; thence along that creek to the Manning River; thence along that river west and south to the 

Church of England, and from the Church of England and Parsonage premises and along Mrs. Flett’s 

paddock fence north-westerly to the corner of the government Road; and thence by that road to 

the point of         commencement. 

 
And the Petitioners humbly pray “That your Excellency will be pleased to cause the prayer and 

sub- stance of this Petition to be published in the usual way, and the necessary proclamation to 

be made declaring the township of Taree, as contained within the proposed boundaries, a 

Municipality under the name of the Municipal District of Taree.”

AVIATlON LANDING GROUND FOR TAREE MR. BEETON'S GENEROUS HELP. 

 

SELECTED SITE CONSIDERED TO MAKE LARGEST & BEST ON NORTH COAST. TENDERS TO BE CALLED 

FOR CLEARING. 

 

For some considerable period the remark has been common that it was time Taree people did something 

towards establishing a landing ground for aeroplanes in the vicinity of the town. We understand that a 

definite move has now been made. Mr. H. Beeton, snr., who has always been a very keen believer in the 

good agricultural associations do to a district, and has on more than one occasion assisted the M.R.A. and 

H. Association with money and novel attractions! for the annual show, is the gentleman who is due for 

thanks in bringing the much-desired necessity a stage nearer materialisation. In collaboration with some 

of the show officials and leading townsmen, he has made the suggestion that the back paddock of the 

show ground, together with a portion of his land adjoining on the south-west, he selected as the site. On 

Monday afternoon an inspection was made, when the party consisted of Captain Follett (N.S.W. Aero 

Club), Capt. Reid (engineer for the Shell Co.), Mr. Cyril Cooper (district representative of the Shell Co.), 

Mayor W. P. Chapman, Aid. S. A. Bridge, Messrs H. Beeton, snr., H. Beeton, jnr., and C. A. Jackson 

(secretary of the M.R.A. and H. Association). By taking in about 25 acres of Mr. Beeton's property and 

putting it with the show committee's paddock there will be an area of some 75 acres. After making a 

thorough inspection Captain Follett expressed the opinion that if it was cleared and improved there would 

be no larger or better landing ground for most classes of aeroplanes on the whole of the North Coast. It 

was very convenient to the principal town on the Manning, while the landing ground at Mondrook was 

seven miles out and a ferry had to be crossed, which made it Very inconvenient for airmen who wished 

to come to town for the night, or on business, if the area was cleared and grubbed, the N.S.W. Aero Club 

would make re presentations to the civil aviation people to have- the ground recognised and registered as 

an aerial ground for Taree. Mr. Beeton was agreeable to give the use of the ground, and he empowered 

Mr. Jackson to call tenders for the clearing of his portion at his own expense. This is a very fine offer on 

the part of Mr. Beeton, and one highly appreciated by all who have the progress of the town of Taree at 

heart Captain Follett indicated that if the ground was cleared in all probability the club would inaugurate 

an aerial derby for the annual- show and at week-ends aerial pageants could be arranged. It was, stated 

that members of the N.S.W. Aero Club could leave Sydney at mid-day on a Saturday and arrive at Taree 

in 2.25 hours. While here they would give an aerial pageant and return home on Sunday afternoon. Mayor 

Chapman also promised that citizens would give the movement all possible assistance.
